competence and mastery of Spanish language.

Instituto Cervantes is the responsible to:

• Design DELE examination papers.

• Organize all examination procedures (setting exams dates,

prices, and locations, and providing examiners accreditations).

• Issue the DELE diplomas, on behalf of the Ministry of 

Education, Culture and Sport of Spain.
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Instituto Cervantes is a public
institution founded by the Spanish
government in 1991 to universally
promote the Spanish language, its
teaching, study and use, as well as
spread Spanish and Hispanic-
American cultures.

The central head office is located in
Madrid and in Alcalá de Henares

Overall level descriptors, 

DELE Exams and Certificates
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The Diploma of Spanish level A1 certifies sufficient linguistic competence to:

• Understand and use everyday expressions that are very frequently used anywhere in the
Spanish-speaking world to satisfy immediate needs.

• Ask for and give basic personal information about yourself and your daily life.
• Interact in an elementary way with speakers, as long as they speak slowly and clearly and are

willing to cooperate.

The Diploma of Spanish level A2 certifies the ability of the user of the language to:

• Understand and use frequently used everyday expressions, almost always related to areas of
experience that are especially relevant to the user due to their immediacy (basic information
about himself and his family, purchases and places of interest, occupations, etc.).

• Carry out simple and direct communicative exchanges on known or habitual aspects.
• Describe in simple terms aspects of their past and their environment, as well as to satisfy

questions related to their immediate needs.

Levels A1 & A2 overall descriptors
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The Diploma of Spanish level B1 certifies the ability of the user of the language to:

• Understand the main points of oral and written texts in standardized varieties of the
language and not excessively localized, as long as they deal with known issues, whether they
are related to work, study or daily life;

• Function in most of the situations and contexts in which these areas of use are registered;
• Produce simple and coherent texts on familiar topics or that are of personal interest, such as

the description of experiences, events, wishes, plans and aspirations or the expression of
opinions.

The Diploma of Spanish level B2 certifies the ability of the user of the language to:

• Understand the essentials of complex oral and written texts, even if they deal with abstract
topics, are presented in various varieties of Spanish or are technical in nature, especially if
they deal with areas of specialized knowledge to which they have had access.

• Interact with all types of speakers with a sufficient degree of fluency and naturalness, so that
communication does not involve efforts on the part of any interlocutor.

• Produce clear and detailed texts on various topics, including those involving dialectical
analysis, debate or defense of a point of view.

Levels B1 & B2 overall descriptors
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The Diploma of Spanish level C1 certifies the ability of the user of the language to:

• Be able to function with ease when processing a wide variety of oral and written texts of a certain
length in any variant of the language, even recognizing implicit meanings, attitudes or intentions in
them.

• Express oneself fluently, spontaneously and without apparent effort;
• Always find the appropriate expression for the situation and the context, whether it is framed in the

social, work or academic sphere.
• Use the language flexibly and effectively, demonstrating correct use in the elaboration of complex

texts and in the use of the organization and cohesion mechanisms that allow them to be articulated.

The Diploma of Spanish level C2 certifies the ability of the user of the language to:

• To function in any situation in which it is necessary to understand practically everything that is heard
or read, regardless of the length of the texts, their complexity or degree of abstraction, the degree of
familiarity with the topics they deal with, the variety of the language they use or the need to make
inferences or other operations to know its content.

• Express themselves spontaneously with great fluency and enormous semantic and grammatical
precision, which allows differentiating nuances of meaning even in academic and work environments
with a high degree of specialization and complexity.

The levels of the Diplomas DELE are integrated into the CEFR, 
and there are 8 different exams: 6 of them for adults (+18) and 
2 of them for young learners (-18); and 6 different certificates.
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• All the candidates will obtain an official

certificate of qualifications, independently if

they pass the exam or not.

• The highest level (A2 or above) obtained will

be reported in the Hong Kong Diploma of

Secondary Education Examination (HKDSE).

can Secondary Education students attain? 

According to the number of hours of study and practice of Spanish, and 
taking into account the students’ ages and knowledge of the world, the 
levels that they are most likely to reach are A2 or B1.

In the teaching programs of Instituto Cervantes in China, to reach the 
A2 level, 240 hours of teaching/learning are estimated; and for the B1, 
420 hours. 

Naturally, the teaching hours do not guarantee that these levels will be 
reached, nor that students will be limited to them, since there may be 
gifted students who can opt for higher levels.

According to the descriptions of each level and the ages of Secondary 
students, the most appropriate exam to reach level A2 or level B1 is 
DELE A2/B1 for young learners Exam, a single exam that offers a 
double exit, according to the scores obtained.

• It offers candidates the possibility to obtain either the DELE level A2 or B1, depending on their results. 
In other words, it is possible to qualify for one of two levels of reference by taking a single exam.

• Candidates who pass the exam receive the official DELE diploma of level A2 or B1. 

• The certificate is valid indefinitely and is recognized internationally.
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Why not regular DELE exams A2 or B1 (for adults)?

• The exams are designed with texts (written and oral) extracted from (or very
similar to) reality, they are authentic. There are not isolated grammar or lexical
questions.

• DELE exam for young learners is designed for students between 11 and 17 years
old, so the areas, contexts and communicative situations that appear in the test
are adapted to their age.

• The level reached by candidates when they pass a DELE A2/B1 for young learners
exam with a A2 or B1 grade is the same level as that reached by adult candidates
when they pass the regular DELE A2 or B1 exam. The certificate does not mention
“para escolares” (for young learners).

DELE A2/B1 para escolares Exam
for young learners
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Yes, but it won’t be the general trend. No matter how
young the candidates are, they can try if their level of
Spanish is higher than B1. They will always have the right
to enroll to a high level of DELE exam: B2, C1 or even C2.

Can the students attain a higher level?

The level obtained (A2 or above) will be
reported in the Hong Kong Diploma of
Secondary Education Examination (HKDSE)

1. Reading: correct (1 point) / incorrect (0 point) answers.
2. Writing: An analytical grade is given to the candidate's

performance on each of the tasks. The analytical rating is divided
into 4 categories: Coherence (23%), Correction (23%),
Vocabulary (23%) and Task completion (31%).

3. Listening: correct (1 point) / incorrect (0 point) answers.
4. Speaking: The qualification is done during the administration

time of the test. A single holistic grade is given to the candidate's
performance on all four tasks and two analytical grades: one for
tasks 1 and 2, and one for tasks 3 and 4. The holistic grade
accounts for 40% of the final grade and the analytical
qualification the remaining 60%. In the analytical qualification
the four tasks are weighted as follows: tasks 1 and 2 (50%), tasks
3 and 4 (50%).

The candidate maintains good grammatical control (use of the past tenses, verb periphrases, subordinate subjunctives, use of 
lo, comparatives...), although he may still make some sporadic errors or small mistakes in the structure of long or complex 
sentences (feelings, abstract topics... ), which do not cause misunderstandings. The spelling is reasonably correct, although it
may make some errors in less frequent vocabulary.
3 (B1)
Shows reasonable control of basic linguistic elements and habitual structures (ser and estar distinction in its basic uses, 
interrogative and exclamatory sentences, affirmative and negative imperative, use of the most frequent verbal periphrases...) 
in predictable topics or of personal interest, although he commits grammatical and spelling errors.
2 (A2)
Shows some control of simple grammatical structures, but systematically makes basic grammar errors (ser/estar/haber, 
regular and irregular verb tenses, indefinite pronouns and adjectives, subject-verb or noun-adjacent agreements...) and 
spelling errors, which do not prevent him from understanding what he wants to convey.
1 
Uses very basic and simple grammatical structures related to immediate basic needs. Makes many grammatical and spelling 
errors (agreements, persons of the verb, forms of the present...), which makes it difficult to understand the message.

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4 (B1+)
The candidate adds explanations, arguments or relevant examples to the required information. Has a sufficient linguistic repertoire to function 
without difficulty in the situations raised, although he makes some mistakes. Holds conversations and exchanges information appropriately, 
intervenes to confirm understanding of detailed information, and collaborates with the other person.
3 (B1)
Provides the information required to meet the communicative objective of the tasks. He has a simple linguistic repertoire that allows him to 
deal with the situations raised, with errors that do not interfere with the transmission of his ideas. Keeps the conversations and exchange 
information, although he may need some clarification and repeat part of what his interlocutor has said to confirm mutual understanding.
2 (A2)
Although he makes simple descriptions and presentations, he does not provide enough information to fulfill the communicative objective of 
the tasks. Although his limited linguistic repertoire allows him to convey information about personal matters and those of the closest 
environment in simple and everyday situations, he has to adapt the message and search for words and repeatedly makes basic mistakes. 
Participates in conversations and exchanges information whenever the interlocutor helps him.
1 
He barely provides information, so he does not meet the communicative objective of the tasks. Linguistic limitations cause difficulties in 
formulating what he wants to say. Requires the interlocutor to repeat what he has said, or say it in other words and at a slow speed, and to 
help him formulate what he intends to say
